The Williamstown Garden Club met at 
the home of Lucy Roberts where the 
members enjoyed a talk from Lyn Ven-
ning on the history and activities of the 
Williamstown Action Group (WAG’s).  

The talk started with a background to the 
origins of Williamtown in the Barossa 
Hundred and the location of the original 
council offices in the town. Lyn outlined a 
number of achievements, the Christmas 
lights; best dressed town in the tour 
down under; and the Christmas parade.  

Now linked with the Barossa Council and 
the Southern Barossa Alliance, the WAG’s 
are focussed on some key initiatives: 

Christmas Carols and decorations; Aus-
tralia Day Breakfast; a Nature adventure 
day of kayaking and walking/ running at 
the southern para; a Barossa Triathlon in 
April/May 2021 and extensions to walk-
ing trails. This is aimed at branding  
Williamstown as the Adventure play-
ground of the southern Barossa. 

Lyn’s talk was followed by a tour of  
Lucy’s Garden, the judging of the Posy 
competition and afternoon tea under the 
veranda.  

The Christmas meeting will be held at 
ALRU at 10 am on the 7th December. The 
members were reminded that the AGM 
would be held at 1pm on the 1st Febru-
ary 2021 followed by the judging of the 
tomato competition.
